Designed for current
(YMCA or U.S.S.) age-group competitive swimmers, activities include
approximately two hours per day at a local pool practicing stroke tech-
niques, starts, and turns. Swimmers are videotaped at each pool ses-
sion and an hour at camp each morning is dedicated to slow motion
review of technique and coaching to improve for the next session and
beyond. Besides daily evaluations our experienced coach will also give
each camper a written evaluation on all four strokes to take home.
Plus, when daily swim instruction is done you’ll have the opportunity
to enjoy all of the activities of Resident Camp. Ages 8-14.

Fishing Expeditions I
Resident Camp Specialty Session(s) 3, 6 or 8

This is an exciting program that will
be filled with variety, adventure, and a
fishing good time. We will learn to fly
fish and then travel to a premier trout
area where we always catch our din-
ner.

On the trail, campfire
meals and nights in packable tents top off days of rafting,
climbing, and kayaking in some of the Midwest’s most beauti-
ful landscapes. Different trips are offered each week with
unique experiences in each. Check out the following descrip-
tions to see which trip might bring out the explorer in you.

Rock, Roll, and Splash
Adventure Trip Session(s) 4 or 6

This trip begins with a day of pre-trip
and free period activities at Camp. Next
we travel to Brookfield, Wisconsin to
learn the latest climbing techniques
and challenge you on over 9500 sq. feet
of indoor climbing surface at Adventure
Rock. Then it’s on to Devil’s Lake State
park, one of Wisconsin’s premier lakes.
Crystal blue water and a beautiful camp-
ground will be the setting for camping,
swimming, and a full day of outdoor natural
rock climbing, with professional instruc-
tors. Next it’s over to Noah’s Ark Water Park
in Wisconsin Dells to slide the waterslides
for a full day of wonderful wet fun.The final
day will take you to Fondy Sports Park,
Fond Du Lac, Wisconsin for your choice of
Off-road and Indy style GO-KARTING, batting
cages, mini-golf, 3-d Crazy Maze, bumper
boats, arcades, aero-trim gyro weightlessness machine, and golf
driving range.Your last night will be spent at Camp enjoying the
Beach Party and closing campfire ceremony.
